a Typical Day

Vocabulary

Every class day, students are expected to arrive on time so they may take a vocabulary quiz on approximately 75-100 SAT vocabulary words that they were assigned from the previous class day.   (Students who arrive too late to take the quiz receive an unsatisfactory grade for that day's quiz.)  After the quiz, students are given a new set of words that are recited in class.  A quiz on these new set of words will then be given on the next class day.  Occasionally, in-class vocabulary exercises will be performed to help students better retain and use their new words and phrases.

The vocabulary quiz grades are averaged over the entire summer session to reflect the student's vocabulary acquisition, retention, and usage skills.  These skills are a needed foundation to achieve a high score on the SAT verbal sections.

Journals

Every class day, students are assigned a journal topic on a broad subject, such as “North and South Korea”, “In 10 years...”, etc.   A student is expected to write about two pages on the given subject to be turned-in to the teacher the following class day.  Students are encouraged to be creative and critical when writing these journals.  Also, these journals are a great way for students to try to use the new vocabulary they are learning daily.  Sometimes, exceptionally written journals will be shared with the class and discussed.

These journals are graded on content and completion.  The purpose  of  the journals  are  to maintain and build the English usage levels that the student possesses.  There is a marked difference at the end of the summer between the English usage levels of students who did do their daily journal work and those students who did not do their daily journal work.

Critical Reading

Critical reading lectures and exercises are done most days.  Also, some nights students will be assigned a reading with questions regarding that reading.  The reading and questions will usually be discussed in-class.  Many of these readings are used to  help  students  understand  vocabulary, structure, tone, and style.  This understanding will help students to achieve a better score on the Critical Reading portion of the SAT.  

Along with the above lectures and exercises, practice SAT Critical Reading questions will be given and reviewed in class.  

Also, there will be in-class discussions of certain topics.  These topic discussions will help foster critical thinking skills necessary for the SAT and the student's continuing education.

Writing

With a better understanding of critical reading comes a better understanding of writing, especially when applied.   Writing lectures will help with fostering this understanding while writing exercises will be given to help reinforce the knowledge.   Students are encouraged to not only apply this knowledge to their occasional essay assignments and writing exercises but also to their daily journals to further concrete writing skills that are necessary for the SAT.

Along with the above lectures and exercises, practice SAT Essays and Writing questions will be given and reviewed in class.
